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 Rotary�s focus for February is world 
understanding which is a key element in the 
pursuit of world peace. It is rather obvious 
that governments and armies are not going to 
bring about world peace. But if we are going 
to have world peace it will come from the 
development of goodwill and understanding 
created from people interacting with people 
from different nations. As you know, that is 
the object of International Service. I believe 
Rotary has the potential to be a major factor 
for world peace. It depends upon each of us.

 �Over the years some have questioned Rotary�s emphasis on 
international service, especially between citizens of hostile nations. 
Rotary has answered by pointing out that the goal of all Rotarians is 
to advance world peace and understanding between all people and the 
work of individual Rotarians in international service is the fuel that 
powers that engine.� Just after World War I Rotary clubs in France and 
Germany organized exchange visits between people in the communities 
of the two countries. They organized vocational visits, convened discus-
sion groups, and arranged sporting events. This and other early efforts 
have blossomed into many opportunities for each of us to participate in 
fostering world understanding through international service.

 During the month of April our District will host a Group Study 

Exchange (GSE) team from Thailand. This is a great opportunity to 
promote world understanding through hosting team members, fellow-
ship activities, and exchanging cultural and vocational ideas. Each year 
our District sends a GSE team to another country. You can participate 
as a team leader or by helping get young business men/women for team 
members.

 Every year clubs host Rotary Youth Exchange (RYE) students and 
we send our local students to other countries to study. Here are opportu-
nities to host students and participate in fellowship activities with them. 
Get acquainted with them when they attend your club meetings.

 When you visit another country, be sure to attend a Rotary club 
meeting. It is not only fun, but promotes world understanding. Of course 
attending a Rotary International Convention provides many opportuni-
ties for fellowship with Rotarians from other countries. And there are 
many Rotary Fellowships where you can meet Rotarians from all over 
the world who share a similar interest as you, such as golf, �shing, sail-
ing, motorcycles and many others.

 World Community Service projects and the Rotary Foundation 
scholarship programs are other opportunities to foster world understand-
ing. We are only limited by our imaginations. I suggest that promoting 
world understanding is a good idea for one or more of your club meet-
ing programs.

 With seven months under our Rotary 
belt for the 2006-2007 year, it�s likely that 
many of the Rotary Presidents worldwide 
are breathing a sigh of relief as they get a 
better understanding and comfort with their 
positions.  What better way to segue into 

the fact that February is Rotary World Understanding month?

 It�s now, with their improved comfort levels and the realization 
that the Rotary year is soon coming to an end, that the typical Club 
President reviews their goals.  Now is the time, for Presidents to 
evaluate progress on the tasks needed to meet Presidential Citation 
status including the international aspect of club planning. Review-
ing of the Presidential Citation and the eight activities under the 

International Service category shows the importance of international 
service to Rotary and allows every club the opportunity to support 
this important endeavor.
 In the Reno/Sparks Area 8 region, the seven club Presidents 
meet monthly to help remind each other of their goals and prog-
ress made to reach them.  The immediate feedback, new ideas and 
critique shared from these special peers as they work (and play) 
through their year, is very helpful to all in attendance. The meetings 
also give local groups or interested parties a forum where they may 
address all of the Reno/Sparks Rotary Presidents in one setting.  
With the Assistant Governor acting as facilitator, the typical meeting 
includes one or two brief presentations such as the local Rotaract 
progress in the area, action taking place to get Rotarians to the
